However, &ternoon thunder showers were continued in Central and SabaragdPnowaces,
10" April onwards.Moderate to fairly heavy widespread afternoon thuntdewsrs with Isolated
heavy rainfall had been reported from Kurunegala district 8hAltil. And scattered moderate
to fairly heavy showers had been reported from Polonnaruwa district bar@B 09" April.
Isolated moderatafternoon thunder showers hladen reported from Anuradhapura district'09
onwards However afternoon thunder showers were enhanced 8mApdil.

Moderate to fairly heavy showers had been repdrted manyhydro catchmenstationson 106"
and 12" April. Light to moderate or moderate showers had been reported from hydro catchment
areaon 11", 13" and 14" April.

Highest daily (24 hour) rainfall,35.5 mm was reported frorBeralapananthar@ataradistrict)
automated rain gauge 10" April. Highest weekly total rainfal232.7 mm was reported from
KalatuwawaColombo district during this week.
